Recipe of the month - Moussaka 
  

·        500g minced beef 
·         1 tin of chopped tomato 
·         1 courgettes - grated 
·         1aubergine – chopped small 
·         1 onions – finely chopped 
·         1 tbsp tomato puree 
·         1 tbsp oil 
·         1 tbsp oregano 
·         1 tbsp mixed herbs 
·         2 tbsp cornflour 
·         300ml soya/oat /cow milk 
·         200ml water 

Mashed potato  
·        800g potato 
·        2 tbsp vitalite 
·         50ml soya/oat/cow milk

1.    Make the mashed potato by boiling 
the potatoes, then draining once 
cooked. Add the soya/oat/cow milk 
and vitalite and mash well.  

2.    Cook the minced beef in a pot over a 
medium heat. Add all ingredients    
except the cornflour and water. Mix 
well and cook for 30 minutes. Mix the 
cornflour and water in a jug, then add 
to the beef mixture. Cook for 10 
minutes, and mix well.  

3.    Spread beef mixture in casserole 
trays and top with mashed potato. 

4.    Bake in the oven for 20 minutes at 
180 degrees.
