3 Snuggle up and read together
every day! Create a special spot
for your books to make reading
time extra cosy.

3 Talk about how reading works
— point out that we read from
left to right and encourage
your Little Bean to trace words
with their fingers.

3 Notice words everywhere —
read shop signs, labels on food,
and other words in your
environment together.

. Create picture books together,
where your Little Bean can
illustrate and tell their own
stories.

1. Put the oil in a glass or ceramic tray and add
the pepper, courgette, carrot and onions.

2. Roast for 15 minutes.

3. In a pot, add the water, black beans, passata
and sultanas and simmer for 5 minutes.

4. Add the couscous to the water and mix well.

5. Add the Moroccan seasoning and mix well.

6. Remove from the heat and cover with tinfoil

and a lid.

7. Leave to stand for 10 minutes.
8. Mix the couscous well and add in the roasted

vegetables.
